ALTERNATIVE ASSESSMENT POLICY FOR ARP \HIGH SCHOOL

A student will be eligible to use an alternative assessment in each class for content mastery, as approved by each teacher, at the semester under any of the following conditions:

1. A student has an average grade of 89.5 or above for all three six weeks and has no more than two tardies and three (3) days of excused absences in the semester.  Unexcused absences will not be allowed.  The student must hot have been sent to SAC or AEP at any time during the semester.

2. A student has an average of 79>5 to 89>4 for all three six weeks and has no more than two tardies and two (2) days of excused absences in the semester.  Unexcused absences will not be allowed.  The student must not have been sent to SAC or AEP at any time during the semester.

3. A student has an average of 74.5 to 79>4 for all three six weeks and has no more than two tardies and on (1) absences in the semester.  Unexcused absences will not be allowed.  The student must not have been sent to SAC or AEP at any time during the semester.

The semester grade will be determined by averaging the three six weeks’ grades.  These semester test grade will be entered once and each six weeks grade will entered twice.

Students who are exempt will receive a grade that is the average of their three six weeks’ grades.

Any student may opt to take a semester test, if they are exempt.  He/she will receive the better of the two resulting averages.

All teachers will the option to require any student whose attendance in their class is different from the official attendance to take their tests.

No student may be exempt unless he/she is on the official class roll.

Extra-curricular absences will not be considered absences.

Absences and tardies will be calculated in each class.  All absences must be excused.

Students are required to produce an alternative assessment; criteria for that assessment will be designed by individual teacher and approved by administration and sent home to parents for signature.
