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PARENTAL INVOLVEMENT AND RESPONSIBILITIES:
Education succeeds best when there is a strong partnership between home and school, a partnership that thrives on communication. Parents are partners with teachers, administrators, and the Board, and are encouraged to: 

· Review the Student Handbook with your child prior to signing and returning to the school the written statement that you understand and consent to the responsibilities outlined in the Student Code of Conduct. 

· Encourage your child to put a high priority on education and commit to making the most of the educational opportunities provided by the school. 

· Become familiar with the academic program offered in the District and feel free to ask the principal any questions, including concerns about placement, assignment, acceleration, or early graduation. 

· Attend board meetings to learn more about ongoing operations of the District. 

· Exercise your right to temporarily remove your child from an instructional activity that conflicts with your religious or moral beliefs. Such a removal cannot be for the purpose of avoiding a test and may not prevent the student from attending for an entire semester, however. Further, such a removal does not exempt the student from satisfying grade level or graduation requirements as determined by the school and by the Texas Education Agency. 

· Review your child’s school records when needed. Monitor your child’s progress; contact teachers as needed. Take advantage of all opportunities to stay informed regarding your child’s activities, as well as school activities and issues generally. Follow up on a matter not resolved administratively by presenting if first to the teacher, then the principal, next the Superintendent and if necessary, the Board for review according to policy. 

· Become a school volunteer. For further information contact your child’s principal. 

· Participate in campus parent organizations. The activities are varied, ranging from band boosters to campus and District committees that assist the Board of Trustees in formulating educational goals and objectives for each campus and the District. 

· Access copies of the state assessment instruments administered to your child through the school counselor or online. http://www.tea.state.tx.us/student.assessment/release/taas/release00/release00.htm
· Review all teaching materials, textbooks, tests,  and other teaching aids used in your child’s classroom during reasonable hours for review.

· Review documentation on special programs and special education that explain the processes, procedures, and implementation of each program.  See school councilor or online. http://www.arp.sprnet.org/curric/ATRISK/toc.htm
· Reasonable access to the school principal, administrators, board of trustees under due process, and to request conferences with teachers.
