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Concurrent Courses


Subject: Concurrent Credit (High School and College Credit) at Arp High School

To:  Parents of students seeking to participate in concurrent courses

Arp High School encourages students to maximize their high school experience by fulfilling the requirements for the Texas Recommended High School or the Distinguished Achievement Programs.  To assist students in achieving these programs, Arp ISD accepts concurrent core and career courses from accredited colleges, Texas Education Agency approved online and distance learning courses and special certification courses.  

However, this letter is designed to inform parents and students of Arp High School’s policies for honoring courses taken for high school credit at or through other higher educational facilities or services (concurrent courses).  A concurrent course must be completed, student must pass the course, be issued credit from the accredited college or service, and the resulting transcript must be sent to the Arp High School Counselor’s office, before Arp High School will award credit on the student’s high school transcript.  

Please be advised that students who fail to complete a course or who are given a grade below a 70 on a scale of 100, will not gain any credit from Arp High School. For example, students who wish to substitute a college English course for Advanced Placement (AP) English IV, should take the college course during the summer of their Junior year to assure credit for English without jeopardizing their graduation schedule.  Failure or non completion will allow the student to complete high school English on schedule.

Students taking a college course as a substitution for a high school course and who receive at least a grade of 70 from an accredited college or service will receive honors credit from Arp High School.  These courses are awarded the same credit as honors or Advanced Placement course offered at Arp High School.

Students wishing to apply for membership in National Honors Society (NHS) may take college courses the summer of their junior year to fulfill an AP course requirement.  However, the substitution of college English for both AP English III & IV will result in eligibility only after the college course is completed and qualifying credit is assigned.  Eligibility will be for a fall induction into the NHS the senior year.  

If your child is interested in concurrent courses, please submit this letter with signatures attached for consultation and further clarification from the Arp High School Counselor.
