Due to the availability of increased funding, the TIF Board is announcing a slight change in eligibility for PS10. Originally, districts with an ADA of 1500 or less were ineligible for PS10 IF ANY CAMPUS in the district had received a PS9 grant. New funding now makes it possible that many of these districts can be funded. Please review the criteria below to see if your district qualifies. If it does, you must complete and submit the Letter of Intent below no later than Monday February 18, 2002 (5:00 PM). You must use this form, and it must be complete or you will be disqualified from participation.

Eligibility for districts under 1500:

Must be a secondary campus (grades 6-12 in any combination);

The campus applying cannot have received a PS9 grant;

One campus only is eligible;

If the campus contains elementary grade levels (i.e. K-8) you must count the ADA for grades 6-8 only;

No campus with grade 6 as the terminal grade is eligible.

The following information must be provided (use this form only) in order to qualify for this grant. Incomplete information or using a substitute form will make your district ineligible for PS10.
