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 for AP English III
The following novels will be covered in AP English III during the 2002-2003 school year.  You will be required to read these novels on your own time, so I recommend you get a head start on your reading this summer, or even this spring when you’re required to read an “outside reader.”  When the school year gets busy, you’ll be glad you did!  

It is your responsibility to obtain copies of these books and be prepared for book checks on the first day of each six weeks.  You may purchase your books at bookstores such as Barnes and Noble; at half-price bookstores such as the Pea Picker; or you may check them out of the school or local public library.  Alternatively, you may ask to borrow or buy a used one from former students of American Literature.  Another suggestion… you may have copies of these classics lying around your own home somewhere.  Oh!  One more thing… I recommend you take good notes as you read and analyze these novels.  Remember to annotate and to keep up your dialectical journals.  

· The Autobiography of Benjamin Franklin by Benjamin Franklin

· The Scarlet Letter by Nathaniel Hawthorne  (To be read IN class!)

· The Awakening by Kate Chopin  (Downloadable off the internet.)

· Their Eyes Were Watching God by Zora Neale Hurston

· As I Lay Dying By William Faulkner

· The Glass Menagerie by Tennessee Williams  (Also, to be read IN class!  We have this one in the textbook, but you might want your own copy for annotating purposes.)

· The Poisonwood Bible by Barbara Kingsolver  (We do have a few of these that we can check out to you.  First come, first serve!)
