� FORMTEXT ��Placing 30 new pieces of equipment (29 computers & 1 printer) on the network will require an additional new switch for access.  One new switch will be placed on the Arp Junior High Campus to address access to the new machines.


25 Desktop machines will replace outdated 386 machines in the junior high, most of which are not currently able to be on the network.  4 laptops will be placed in the classrooms of core teachers who do not currently have a laptop and who are working on INTEL Teach to the Future Unit plans with research projects.


1 Digital Camera will be given to the junior high campus for check out from the library.  This campus currently does not have the capability to take digital photos.


1 Network printer will be placed in the computer lab so that the entire campus has one reliable place to produce hard copies.�
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
